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ADJUSTMENTS TO THE EXERCISE PRICE OF THE
A SHARE OPTION INCENTIVE SCHEME

INTRODUCTION

The profit distribution plan of the Company for 2023 was approved by the Shareholders at the 2023
annual general meeting of the Company held on 5 June 2024. The profit distribution plan of the
Company for 2023 was to distribute a cash dividend of RMBO0.166 (tax inclusive) per Share based
on the total share capital of 1,570,418,085 Shares of the Company, distributing a total cash dividend
of RMB260,689,402.11.

The implementation of the profit distribution plan of the Company for 2023 will be completed on 5
July 2024.

On 28 June 2024, the Board considered and approved the Resolution in relation to the Adjustments
to the Exercise Price of the Share Options under the 2020 Share Option Incentive Scheme of the
Company. According to the relevant provisions regarding the method and procedure of adjustments
to the Exercise Price of the Share Options under the A Share Option Incentive Scheme, the
Company is required to adjust the Exercise Price of the Share Options Granted for the First Time
and the Reserved Share Options.

ADJUSTMENTS TO THE EXERCISE PRICE

Pursuant to the relevant provisions under the A Share Option Incentive Scheme, in the event of
capitalisation of capital reserves, bonus issue, share subdivision, share consolidation, rights issue
or dividend distribution of the Company during the period from the date of announcement of the
Scheme to the completion of Exercise of Share Options by the Participants, the Exercise Price shall
be adjusted accordingly.

Pursuant to the relevant provisions under the A Share Option Incentive Scheme, the Company shall
adjust the Exercise Price in accordance with the following formula:

P=Po-V

Where: Po represents the Exercise Price before adjustment; V represents the dividend per Share; and
P represents the Exercise Price after adjustment.

According to the formula, the Exercise Price after adjustment shall be:

The Exercise Price of the Share Option Granted for the First Time after adjustment
= 6.58-0.166=RMB6.414 per Share;

The Exercise Price of the Reserved Share Option after adjustment
= 6.69-0.166=RMB6.524 per share.

Based on the above, the Exercise Price of the Share Option Granted for the First Time and the
Reserved Share Option after adjustment according to the aforesaid adjustment method shall be
RMB6.414 per Share and RMB6.524 per Share respectively.



IMPACT OF THE ADJUSTMENTS ON THE COMPANY

The adjustments to the Exercise Price of the A Share Option Incentive Scheme is due to implement
the profit distribution plan of the Company for 2023, the adjustments to the Exercise Price will
neither affect the implementation of the A Share Option Incentive Scheme, nor have any material
impact on the financial position and operating results of the Company.

OPINION OF THE SUPERVISORY COMMITTEE

The Supervisory Committee is of the opinion that, the adjustments are in compliance with the
relevant requirements under the Administrative Measures and the A Share Option Incentive Scheme
in relation to the method of price adjustment, and there were no circumstances under which the
interests of the Shareholders were prejudiced. The consideration and voting procedures of the
Board in respect of the relevant matters have complied the relevant requirements. Therefore, the
Supervisory Committee agreed that the Company shall adjust the Exercise Price of Share Options,
and the Exercise Price of the Share Option Granted for the First Time shall be adjusted from
RMB6.58 per Share to RMB6.414 per Share; and the Exercise Price of Reserved Share Options
shall be adjusted from RMB6.69 per Share to RMB6.524 per Share.

LEGAL OPINION FROM THE COMPANY’S PRC LEGAL ADVISER

The PRC legal adviser of the Company, Grandall Law Firm, Tianjin Office, is of the opinion that,
as of the date of the legal opinion, the adjustments to the Exercise Price are in compliance with

Ji R B B8 o 42 g b TR e A R LB R A B R RE A KT ) and other laws, regulations,
